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My recollections of Bachie-Bhan as a young person were that it was a great place to live, what with the proximity to the sea and lots of woods to explore.

If you remember we were there from around 1971 to 1979, my age 4 to around 12 or 13.

I’ve made a sketch of the house layout for you, and as I remember it was very warm and comfortable house with the kitchen being the main room in use, we had a fire in there and would sit round it in an evening with our dog Dorka lying beside the fire in her bed.

In the summer, Dad would have the rowing boat out on a mooring and it was a short walk across the field to the sea to go fishing or swimming.

It was very quiet and peaceful as well with our nearest neighbours being down the hill at Sawmill Cottage.

I think of our time there often and I suppose that’s what gives us our love of sea views and open spaces as we feel a house is lacking if it does not have them close to hand.
