Garage Cottage.

Garage Cottage was renovated in the 1970’s.

Prior to that, coming in the door from the garage square, you stepped right into the scullery/bathroom.

The sink was to the right, against the wall with the bath beside it..A gas cooker was by the window, which looks out towards Ardkinglas, another window faces into the square.

A door to the left takes you into the living room.  In there is a Truburn stove.  The living room window also looks towards Ardkinglas.  Opposite the fire, the door goes through to the lobby, this too has a window facing Ardkinglas.  Off the lobby is the toilet it was originally entered from outside, but in 1958 it was changed, a door became a window.  A door from the lobby takes you outside to the garden and the washing green.

The stairs goes up from beside the scullery window.  To the left at the top of the stairs is quite a big bedroom with a half moon window facing towards Ardkinglas.  There is a skylight on the opposite side.  A fireplace is in this bedroom, there are also pipes which are hot in the winter, when the mechanic has the heating on to keep the Rolls Royce cars “warm”.

To the right is a smaller bedroom.  It also has a half moon window,a window looking onto the stair and a skylight.  Going up two stairs, passed the small bedroom is a large loft.  Many years ago this loft was lined and divided into three rooms, to house young men (Bevan Boys).  These men were brought in during the depression, to learn about farming and estate work.  Lady Amie Noble, brought them to Ardkinglas and gave them work and lodgings.

The electric plugs, were 13amp, with round pins.

When the house was done up in the 1970’s, this loft was made into three bedrooms, all leading off a passage.  Each bedroom has a window looking towards the loch.  The bedrooms at either end are quite big, the middle one is smaller.  The first bedroom has a walk in cupboard and backing onto it at the beginning of the passage is a “hot cupboard”.

Three steps down to what was the small bedroom, is now the bathroom, with wash hand basin ,bath and toilet.  The window on the stair has been closed off and the skylight is on a short landing at the end of the bathroom.  The bedroom on the other side of the stairs has had the fireplace and the pipes taken out.

There is no garage heating now.

Downstairs, a stainless steel sink is next to the window, an electric cooker and units and a washing machine, are where the sink and bath were.  The living room ceiling has been lowered and a open fire with a back boiler replaces the Truburn stove.  The electric wiring has all been renewed an emerser is in the hot water tank, and the plugs are all square pointed.
